The boat is a
strip built canoe constructed of Western Red Cedar, Sitka Spruce, and
Redwood accents, handcrafted by CSWS dad and boat builder, Scott
Krieger. The name of the boat is "Roan", which is Gallic for "little
seal". Roan is a sleek recreational canoe with enhanced maneuverability.
The 34" beam offers efficient paddling while the 1" rocker and slightly
rounded bottom offers response and control. The stems are designed to
assist in tracking thus a keel is not necessary. While very stable, the
rounded bottom accepts waves gently. The sheer line is narrowed to di-
vert waves efficiently. "Roan" is best suited for small rivers, rapids, day
trips, and lake excursions. Displacement of the boat is 600 Ibs and
weighs approximately 60 Ibs. The gunwales seats and portage yoke are
made from Ash. Seats are rattan webbed and with a round seat shape for
comfort. Redwood decks are included. Gunwales are standard with lash-
ing slots and pinned for maximum strength. Airtight bulkheads make the
boat unsinkable and include air tight hatches for secure storage. The hull
of the boat is covered with clear epoxy resin, fiberglass cloth inside and
out, reinforced at the bottom inside and out, and at the bow and stern.
Additionally, a cutting edge polyurethane coating is added for sheen and
scratch resistance. Accessories included are two wooden oars, boat cover,
and two safety flotation cushions. Scott will also offer help in the educa-
tion, transportation, use, and care of the boat including portage and
helpful techniques to make the day on the water easy and safe. Available
